VIRGINIA CRASHES — TRUCKS

Percentage of Crashes and VMT that Involve Trucks,
Virginia and Select Planning Districts, 2006

12.0% In 2006, 5.2% of all traffic crashes
in Hampton Roads involved trucks,
and 2.8% of all vehicles involved in
crashes were trucks. The
percentage of crashes that
involved trucks was lower in
Hampton Roads than in Virginia
6.0% 6.3%16.5% and the Northern Virginia,
Richmond Regional, and Roanoke
Valley-Alleghany planning districts.
However, only Northern Virginia
had a greater discrepancy between
the percentage of crashes that
involved trucks and the percentage
of travel by trucks.
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
