The Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century (MAP-21) surface transportation legislation 
established a performance-and outcome-based program.  As part of this program, federal 
legislation requires that States and Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs) prepare and use 
a set of federally-established performance measures that are tied to national performance goals.  
Each MPO must set regional targets in the areas of roadway safety, transit asset management, 
transit safety, pavement condition, bridge condition, roadway performance, and freight.   
 
The Regional Performance Measures – System Performance Report was presented to TTAC at its 
June 1, 2022 meeting.  The report includes a description of the methodology used to calculate each 
measure, historical data trends for each of the areas, information on statewide targets, a 
description of the targets that have been established by the HRTPO, and the progress being made 
towards meeting the established targets.  
 
The initial System Performance Report was approved by the TTAC and HRTPO Board in early 
2019.  This 2022 Update includes new information on updated targets as well as progress made 
towards meeting the established targets. 
 
The draft report was available for public review and comment from June 1, 2022 through June 17, 
2022.  No comments were received.

Thomas Ballou, VDEQ 

 
The Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) is seeking comments on a proposed Second 
Maintenance Plan for the Hampton Roads 1997 Ozone National Ambient Air Quality Standard 
(NAAQS) maintenance area.  The plan shows that emission reductions of nitrogen oxides (NOX) 
and volatile organic compounds (VOC) in the area will continue such that air quality is expected to 
further improve.  The Commonwealth intends to submit the plan as a revision to the Virginia State 
Implementation Plan (SIP) in accordance with the federal Clean Air Act.  The SIP is the plan 
developed by Virginia to fulfill its responsibilities under the Act to attain and maintain the NAAQS 
promulgated by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA). 
 
The proposed Hampton Roads Second Maintenance Plan for the 1997 Ozone NAAQS has been posted 
on the DEQ Air Division public notice page.  The public comment period is from June 20, 2022 to 
July 20, 2022.

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AGENDA ITEM #11: HAMPTON ROADS 2045 LONG-RANGE TRANSPORTATION PLAN: 
PROPOSED AMENDMENTS   
Dale Stith, HRTPO [Action Requested] 

 
The current Hampton Roads Amended 2045 Long-Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) was adopted 
on June 17, 2021 and amended in October 2021.  Since Hampton Roads is in attainment for the 
National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS), the LRTP is updated on a five-year cycle; 
therefore, the 2045 LRTP will remain in effect until June 2026.  During this time, the amendment 
process provides an avenue to update the LRTP as new projects, funding, or programs arise. 
 
Proposed amendments to the 2045 LRTP have been submitted to HRTPO staff, summarized below.  
Attachments 11A through 11D also detail the proposed amendments and associated funding 
assumptions to demonstrate fiscal constraint. 
 
HRTAC 2045 Long Range Plan of Finance – June 2022 Update Amendment 

• On June 16, 2022, the HRTAC approved an updated HRTAC 2045 Long Range Plan of 
Finance (Attachment 11B) for Highway Regional Priority Projects already identified in the 
Amended 2045 LRTP.  Many project cost increases reflected in the HRTAC update are 
significant and therefore trigger an amendment to the 2045 LRTP. 

• HRTAC has identified new funding assumptions to cover the increase in cost estimates, 
which have been confirmed by VDOT staff where appropriate.  Therefore, fiscal constraint 
has been demonstrated.  Some project assumptions differ between the amended 2045 
LRTP and the updated HRTAC 2045 Long Range Plan of Finance, which are noted in 
footnotes in Attachment 11A (e.g., differences in opening year assumptions and inclusion 
of maintenance in cost estimate).  These differences were communicated and coordinated 
between VDOT, HRTAC, and HRTPO staff.  

• The projects with updated project cost estimates/opening year assumptions are 
regionally significant and were captured in the previous Regional Conformity Assessment 
(RCA). 

 
I-64 Peninsula Widening – Segment 4 Amendment 

• Project will widen I-64 one lane in each direction from 1.15 miles west of Route 199 (Exit 
234) where I-64 Peninsula Widening – Segment 3 ends to the New Kent County Line.  
Project will improve safety and reliability and will help to improve connectivity between 
Hampton Roads and Richmond.   

• Estimated year-of-expenditure project cost is $250 million with an estimated project 
opening year of 2028.  Project funding assumptions include various State funds (including 
allocations from the General Assembly, Commonwealth Transportation Board, and other 
regional authorities).  Assumed funding sources are new to the 2045 LRTP and will 
sufficiently cover the estimated project cost thereby demonstrating fiscal constraint. 

• Project is considered regionally significant and therefore will be subject to an RCA. 
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Bridge Road (Route 17) Amendment 

• Project will provide improvements along the Bridge Road (Route 17) corridor from 0.10 
miles west of Windward Lane to Harbour View Boulevard.  Improvements include the 
widening and extension of travel lanes in both directions and the addition/improvement 
of turn lanes.  Project will also replace two traffic signals.  Additional bicycle and 
pedestrian accommodations will be extended on the east side of Bridge Road (Route 17) 
to close the gap between Harbour View Boulevard and Breezeport Way. 

• Estimated year-of-expenditure project cost is $12.8 million with an estimated project 
opening year of 2027.  Project funding is a combination of Priority Transportation Funds 
and local funding.  Assumed funding sources are new to the 2045 LRTP and will 
sufficiently cover the estimated project cost thereby demonstrating fiscal constraint. 

• Project is considered regionally significant and therefore will be subject to an RCA. 
 
The proposed amendments are available for public review and comment from June 29, 2022 
through close of business on July 12, 2022.

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AGENDA ITEM #12: HAMPTON ROADS AMENDED 2045 LONG-RANGE TRANSPORTATION 
PLAN AND FY 2021-2024 TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT 
PROGRAM: TRANSPORTATION CONFORMITY 
Dale Stith, HRTPO [Action Requested] 

 
The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) transportation conformity rule (40 CFR Parts 51 and 
93) links air quality and transportation planning and serves as a means to ensure that emissions 
produced by future traffic do not exceed levels prescribed by the EPA as documented in applicable 
state implementation (air quality) plans.  The Hampton Roads region was in “maintenance” for the 
1997 National Ambient Air Quality Standard (NAAQS) for ozone and so was subject to 
transportation conformity rule requirements before EPA revoked that standard effective April 6, 
2015 (Federal Register, Volume 80, Number 44, March 6, 2015.)  With that revocation, 
transportation conformity requirements were made no longer applicable for the Hampton Roads 
region.  
 
On February 16, 2018, the United States Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia Circuit issued 
its decision in South Coast Air Quality Mgmt. District v. EPA (“South Coast II,” 882 F.3d 1138) and 
held that transportation conformity determinations must be made in all so-called “orphan” areas 
nationwide that were either nonattainment or maintenance for the 1997 ozone NAAQS and 
attainment for the 2008 ozone NAAQS when the 1997 ozone NAAQS was revoked.  The Hampton 
Roads region met both conditions:  1) it was in maintenance for the 1997 ozone NAAQS revocation 
at the time of its revocation in 2015 by EPA, and 2) at that time had already been designated 
attainment (on May 21, 2012) for the 2008 ozone NAAQS.  Therefore, per the South Coast II 
decision, and notwithstanding the revocation by EPA of the applicable NAAQS, conformity 
requirements for the 1997 ozone NAAQS were again made applicable for Hampton Roads.  
 
On April 23, 2018, in response to the South Coast II court decision, FHWA and FTA issued Interim 
Guidance on Conformity Requirements for the 1997 Ozone NAAQS, which specified that any updates 
and amendments to the Long-Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) and Transportation 
Improvement Program (TIP) for projects “not exempt from transportation conformity may not 
proceed until transportation conformity with the 1997 ozone NAAQS is determined.”  In November 
2018, EPA issued “Transportation Conformity Guidance for the South Coast II Court Decision” that 
eliminated modeling requirements for orphan areas (given the revocation of the applicable 1997 
ozone NAAQS), which substantially streamlined the reinstated conformity requirements for those 
areas.  
 
Based on the current EPA guidance, the HRTPO Board approved a Resolution to approve the 
initiation of Transportation Conformity on the Amended 2045 LRTP and the FY 2021-2024 TIP at 
its March 17, 2022 meeting.  HRTPO Resolution (2022-04) authorizes TTAC to approve the project 
list for transportation conformity and to initiate the public review of the draft Regional Conformity 
Assessment report. 
 
HRTPO staff coordinated with localities, state, and federal partners to determine the fiscal 
constraint of amendments and on projects of regional significance to include on the List of 
Regionally Significant Projects for Conformity for the Amended 2045 LRTP and FY 2021-2024 TIP.   
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Ms. Dale M. Stith, HRTPO Principal Transportation Planner, will brief the TTAC on this item.

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AGENDA ITEM #13: INTER-AGENCY CONSULTATION GROUP (ICG) MEETING 
Christopher Voigt, VDOT [Action Requested] 

 
The Regional Conformity Assessment (RCA) for the Hampton Roads Amended 2045 Long-Range 
Transportation Plan (LRTP) and FY 2021-2024 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) has 
been completed following EPA South Coast II guidance.  Under South Coast II, conformity criteria 
for Hampton Roads are effectively reduced to fiscal constraint and consultation. Fiscal constraint 
is documented with the LRTP and TIP and that documentation is referenced in the conformity 
assessment.  Consultation includes both public review and inter-agency consultation, with the 
latter also subject to local procedures specified in “Consultation Procedures for the Hampton Roads 
Ozone Nonattainment Area in Support of the Transportation Conformity Regulations.” (July 18, 
2005).  The Hampton Roads procedures require consultation with the Hampton Roads Inter-
Agency Consultation Group (ICG) on the project list and conformity schedule. 
 
The ICG was established circa 2001 for Hampton Roads for this purpose. The ICG is comprised of: 
 

• Member jurisdictions of the HRTPO that were part of the area previously designated by 
EPA as maintenance for ozone;  

• Representatives of various regional, state, and federal agencies, including the EPA, 
Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), Federal Transit Administration (FTA), and 
Virginia Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ); and, 

• Per requirements previously established by the DEQ, a representative of the Hampton 
Roads Air Quality Committee (HRAQC), for which the DEQ representative is proposed to 
serve as proxy.  
 

This agenda item serves as the ICG meeting for the purpose of meeting conformity requirements 
for inter-agency consultation on fiscal constraint, the list of regionally significant projects for the 
Amended 2045 LRTP and FY 2021-2024 TIP, and the proposed schedule for the RCA.  A 
representative from the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) will provide an overview 
of the proposed approach to the RCA, with approval requested from the ICG.

Changes impacting the project selection process this year include both the current effort to 
review and update all CMAQ scoring templates and also the transition to using the Regional 
Project Prioritization Tool to rank and score all RSTP applications for the first time.  Based 
upon direction and input from the TPS, the timeline for the annual CMAQ and RSTP selection 
process has been updated, and revised applications in both programs will be available for 
use beginning in mid-July. Also, TPS members are currently reviewing schedules and funding 
needs for both existing CMAQ and RSTP projects as well as for efforts with “penciled-in” 
funding requests for FY 2029 (Attachment 17). This information will be available when the 
group assembles in the Fall to make specific funding allocation recommendations.  (Penciled-
in requests are funding requests included in the original CMAQ or RSTP project application 
for years beyond the first year for which funds were requested.)
